Resolution 2025-06:  
RESOLUTION NO. 2025-06

KITTITAS COUNTY WATER DISTRICT NO. 7 

A RESOLUTION adopting an increase to the General Facility Charge

amount, adopting an updated District schedule of rates, and superseding 

prior adoptions.

WHEREAS, the District engaged Gray and Osborne, Inc. to evaluate the District’s general facility charge which was previously set at $4,000 per equivalent residential unit (“ERU”); and Gray and Osborne, Inc.  prepared a written General Facility Charge Study dated October 2025 (“General Facility Charge Study”), analyzing the costs of existing facilities and facilities anticipated to be constructed within 10 years and described in the District’s 2023 Water System Plan Amendment; and the General Facility Charge Study also analyzed the amount of water equivalent to an ERU and determined it to be 106 gallons per day; and

WHEREAS, based on the Geneal Facility Charge Study, options for increasing the General Facility Charge amount were presented; and the Commissioners chose to not increase the charge to the maximum amount authorized by RCW 57.08.005(11) and instead increase the charge to $7,950 per ERU; and no action is intended to adjust the District’s water service installation deposit amount; and

WHEREAS, District previously adopted a schedule of rates and charges containing the District’s most commonly used rates and charges; and an amended and updated schedule of rates has been presented herewith containing the adjusted General Facility Charge. Now, therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners that: 

1.  The District’s General Facility Charge is hereby increased to $7,950 per ERU;

2. An ERU is determined to be 106 gallons per day;

3. The revised and updated schedule of rates in the form presented and attached is hereby approved and adopted effective upon adoption of this resolution; and 

4. To the extent that rates and charges appearing on the attached consolidated rate schedule differ from previously adopted rates and charges of the District, the rates and charges appearing on the attached schedule shall prevail and previously adopted motions and resolutions of the Board of Commissioners are hereby amended and superseded accordingly.  

 Jeff moved to approve the resolution as read, Letha seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Open Board Discussion

The commissioner team discussed raising the rate for customers exceeding 5000 gallons used each month. This change is to discourage community members from using the districts drinking water to irrigate and encourage general water conservation. Jeff moved the rate increases go as follows: 
	5,001-10,000 gallons
	From $4.50 up to $10.00 per 1,000 gallons

	10,001-20,000 gallons
	From $7.50 up to $20.00 per 1,000 gallons

	20,001-30,000 gallons
	From $12.00 up to $30.00 per 1,000 gallons

	30,001-50,000 gallons
	From $18.00 up to $50.00 per 1,000 gallons


Letha seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 
Due to recent review of the number of gallons pumped each month vs the number of gallons sold, the commissioner team would like to have a leak detection company come out in the spring to analyze the system.
