Old Business

Current water connections: 237 active accounts (out of 267 available connections).  
Funding Update  -  The attorney and the department of health are still trying to arrange time to meet and discuss the proposed changes to the wording of the funding contract encouraged by our attorney. The attorney has also engaged another firm for a second opinion. 
District Vehicle – Vince shared details of a vehicle going up for auction from the City of Auburn that he feels would be a good fit for the district needs. The commissioner team will determine a spending limit and approve that at the next meeting, so bids can be placed on an auction without further discussion at the next meeting. 
State Auditor Assessment Audit- Bonnie and Toni were able to answer the first set of questions successfully, however the auditor did have a few follow up questions that need to be addressed.
How to make things easier – New Commissioner Start Up Kit was finalized. Each commissioner will get a water district issued laptop and printer/scanner. District will also supply paper and ink as needed. Toni and Bonnie will partner to get all the items purchased. 
Water District Cost of Living Wage Increase – Jeff moved the water district increase employee wages by 3% yearly, effective the first of the year. Letha seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. The 2025 increase will be back dated to January 1, 2025 and the clerk team will work to calculate and pay out the back wages. 
Keller Supply Account – The district team has opted not to pursue approval of a revolving account with this company as the details required are much to personal for each person.
