Old Business

Current water connections: 237 active accounts (out of 267 available connections).  
Funding Update  with Resolution 2025-03 – The commissioner team unanimously voted to adopt resolution 2025-03, to ratify, confirm and approve the engagement of Foster Garvey law firm to provide the attorney certification for the Washington State Department of Health loan no. 29323-0 in the amount of $2,928,000 and execution by the president of Foster Garvey’s legal engagement letter dated Feb 27, 2025. 
 Attorney had a lot of questions with the loan terms. Vince is currently working with the DOH and our attorneys to get them connected for discussion. Attorneys will work through these concerns at no cost to the district. 
District Vehicle –  Vince found a 2008 Silverado from a water department in Auburn. It will go up for auction via website. Commissioner team feels it will be a good fit for the district and will keep an eye on the listing when the bidding begins. 
State Auditor Assessment Audit- We received the feedback/closing letter from the state Auditor. Toni and Bonnie are working together to establish new processes/procedures based on the feedback received. 
New Commissioner Start Up Kit  - The new equipment has been received. Clerk team will work to get an asset database put together that will also include email passwords for all water district emails.
