Current water connections: 238 active accounts (out of 267 available connections).  
Funding Update – The loan is complete. Work is moving forward with Grey and Osbone who will be preparing the contract for phase one which will include well siting analysis, permitting and the drilling contract bid. 
District Vehicle –  The vehicles the district is interested in from the city of Auburn have not gone up for auction yet. 
New Commissioner Start Up Kit  - Toni scheduled meeting times with each commissioner to get them set up with Microsoft office, the anti virus program and any other questions that need to be addressed. 

Open Board Discussion
Per the terms of the new loan for the well funding, the water district is required to raise rates by $30.00 within the next three years. Letha moved the district increase the rates by $10/year over the next three years. Jeff seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. The clerk team will work with Vince to put together rate increase communications for the nextg billing cycle.
