Repair & Maintenance Report

While working on a district leak on Sunlight Drive, Jerry found galvanized pipe in the system and the district is working on a plan to get it replaced. To do so, requires shutting down water to more than half the community for an extended period of time. 
A customer on Morrison canyon found water coming in from the easement side. When digging it up, galvanized pipe was found there as well. To replace, shut down would only impact Morrison canyon. Howard’s box has been filled with sand and needs a tag.  Jerry mentioned it would be nice to have an equipped truck to do these repairs to reduce trips to and from the baker building. Lee Johnson’s meter needs a tag as well. 

Jerry was using the used water dist pump on the SLW pool and it broke and needs to get reimbursed for cost of parts. Jerry is suggesting for truck also getting 1-2 yard dump trailer, 55+ gallon wet vac and generator. The pump came without wheels, making it difficult to move. Jerry would like to spend $80 to get OEM frame for pump.

April was really consistent, 2 days, no pump, 2 days no pump, etc. No resets since Jan 13. Chlorinator has only tripped once so far this year.
