Letha moved to approve the treasurer’s report, and Jeff seconded. The motion passed unanimously.


Repair & Maintenance Report

The meter for the pool/country club needs to be replaced. The cost will be about $1200 and the purchase is approved.  Jerry is working with HOA to get a care taker’s pad over by the fire department. Jerry would like to create a meter test station at the baker building as well. There is a water leak on Morrison canyon and it has been looked by Beedles Excavating. We are currently waiting for century link to do their locate before we can start to dig.  Bonnie and Toni are to work with Ferguson to set up a billing account for future water district purchases.
Water Usage Report
Residuals are holding at .53. There was increased water usage due to the pool filling. Pump had some reset issues (4) that Jerry and Gary trouble shooted and identified the part needed. However, the part will take 6-8 weeks.

Meter Reader Report

AJ requested some changes be made to the meter read sheet that the clerks will complete before next month.  
Old Business

Current water connections: 239 active accounts (out of 267 available connections).  
Water Project Update  -   Aspect Consulting has started the preliminary work on the well drilling phase. They anticipate starting the well site analysis by late July. They will start the sighting analysis near the reservoir, then down near the clubhouse. If we can’t find optimal conditions in these two areas, we will expand out from there. By late fall 2025 they expect to have a bid package ready to put out for bids. By late summer or fall of 2026, we hope to be in the active drilling phase. 
District Vehicle –  A 2002 Ford Ranger XL truck was purchased for $6600.00 and we are waiting for the final bill and payment instructions. 
Required Rate Increase by DWSRF for Loan – Resolution 04-2025 was reviewed. It states the water district will adopt a required $10/month rate increase, each year for 2025, 2026 and 2027.  Letha made the motion to approve the resolution as read.  Jeff seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
New Business

System Development Charge is the fee for brand new connections. Vince is proposing that we move forward with a study to confirm what we should be charging for these new connections. Amendment No 2 to Contract for Professional Engineering Services for System Development Charge.  Jeff moved we moved forward with the study and Letha 2nded.  Commissioner team voted unanimously to move forward with the study as only 3 new buy ins will pay for the study. 
Open Board Discussion

A connection charge is due for every new connection to the District’s water system. The charge has been calculated pursuant to RCW 57.08.005(11) and represents an equitable share of the costs of the water system including the cost of future planned

improvements. This charge is also called a System Development Charge. If monthly base and usage charges have not been paid with respect to a previously installed meter, then the system development charge will be due in full at the rate in effect at the

time that water service is ordered.

In addition, a separate water service installation charge is due for the District to recover the cost of tapping a District water main and installing a line from the main to a meter box that will serve a home or other structure and installing the box and meter assembly.

If the District discovers a previously installed meter box for an undeveloped lot, it will determine whether the box and line from the main to the box meets current standards. If line and box meet current standards and are in good condition, it is possible that that

they can be re-used in which case the water service installation charge will be equitably reduced. If not, then the entire assembly and connecting line will have to be replaced and the full water service installation charge will be due.
A policy change for the cost of new meter hook ups was discussed. Letha moved we increase the new meter installation deposit to $4500 from $2500 due to price increases over recent years. Jeff seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
