Repair & Maintenance Report
Jerry worked on a long list of things this month including cleaning and organized shed, repairing a leak at 440 Morrison and at Richard Whites as well as a leak on Loel Pl.  Knudson’s delivered asphalt. He also did research on new equipment and documented work completed. Jerry also made a parts run, met with Steve Nunn to assess the pumphouse driveway and will contact Shockers to get a second quote. The lines on Highline loop were flushed. Jerry recommends we move forward with getting tail pieces to meters so customers aren’t digging slow close to the meters.  Hydrants should be flushed quarterly. PRV should be checked monthly for wear and tear or rodents. Install a spigot on Highline Loop. Soft start installation will be done by Gary and Jeff when Gary returns from vacation. They will overflow the system at the time of repair to ensure the water supply is sufficient while the pump is down. Purchase of a compactor not to exceed $2000 was approved by the commissioner team.
